In order to use your DoD PKI or IECA certificate with your Netscape 4.7x browser, you will need to install it for use. Before you begin, be sure that you have your DoD PKI or IECA certificate available. If you do not already have your certificate you will not be able to complete this process. Next, open a Netscape browser session, and then click on the small padlock icon located in the lower left corner of the browser window.
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Next click on the link “Yours” under “Certificates”.

	


Click on the “Import a Certificate” button to open the selection window.

	



Navigate to the location where your PKI certificate is stored, highlight it or type in the filename in the space indicated, then click on the “Open” button. You should then be prompted to enter the password associated with your ID file. Enter the password and then click the “OK” button.

If all the previous steps have been correctly performed you should then be prompted with a message telling you that, “Your certificates have been successfully imported”. Click “OK” again to return to the “Your Certificates” page. Note that your certificate name should now appear in the display list.

	


The certificate installation is now complete. To see the detailed information about your certificate, highlight it in the list, and then click on the “View” button.

Click on “Yours” to view your installed client certificates.





Click on the Padlock icon to open the Security Info page.





Click on “Import a Certificate” 





Navigate to the location where your certificate file is stored, highlight it or type in the file name, and then click the “Open” button.
